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Mary Munyala stopped by my car to ask me if I wanted to buy a air freshener. I said sure, I chose the lemon and
negotiated a price, | was happy and she was happy. Then I handed her a tract and said, “I have a question for you.” “Have
you received Jesus Christ as your savior? She said, “No.” So after sharing the gospel with her I asked if she would like to
receive Christ into her life. She said, “Yes.” So I said, “step into my office,” I opened the back door of my car and she came
in and joined us, a friend and I were up front visiting about the ministry. She gladly received the message and prayed to
receive Jesus Christ. She is a student at KU (Kenyata University here in Nairobi, not a Jayhawker from Kansas). Sunday
she attended the Ruiru Bible Baptist Church that Bro. Richard Konnerup started. It is so exciting to see the work carry on.

Kibera Jomhuri —After 4 weeks into this new church plant, 7 children saved and 4 youth have received Jesus Christ. This
church is in Nairobi on the edge of the largest slum in Kenya. One of our graduates Josephat is leading this work.

Nyamira is Josephats home about 6 hrs from Nairobi. We stopped by to visit his parents who were saved under the
ministry of Virgil Vice. While there the school kids gathered around. So I started handing out tracks and started to tell them
about Nicodemus visit to Jesus. Josephat came to interpret and finished the story in Swahili so they could understand. 46 of
the youth and children gathered around to pray the sinner’s prayer when he was done. The country side is full of young
people waiting on messengers with the true Gospel. This was truly a Rom.10:14 moment!
